Spot the icebergs lazily floating 

around Cavell Lake, and sneak a peek at black bears gorging on buffalo berries 

prior to hibernation.  The afternoon is yours to spend at leisure, and you may 

explore the nearby hiking trails of Lac Beauvert.

You may wish 

to stop en-route at the Athabasca Glacier, where a “Snocoach” tour brings you to 

step out onto ice formed from snow falling as long as 200 years ago.

The Fairmont Château Lake Louise is a traditional luxury hotel 

located on the emerald shores of Lake Louise, just 5 minutes’ drive 

from the village. The 469 guest rooms overlook either the lake or 

forest, and the hotel’s amenities include eight restaurants and 

lounges, a Health Club, and Escape Spa & Salon.
